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or, as you said, to send him to Bogota to find Alexandrae, if you think that they will sell well in London, since Low has a huge quantity of these.

Schönbrunn has already paid for the first consignment to Ortgies. Antoine has paid for half, the other half will be paid after New Year, and Schönbrunn also want to pay at the beginning of 1882. They have given me list of plants that have died or have arrived dead:

It would be good to send these immediately, but not later as it is getting too cold.

Nothing can be sent to Vienna until the spring, because they do not have permission to buy new species. 

Now the question is how are you going to send the money to Guayaquil to Handa and Eduard, since Bunze is unwilling to honour your cheques ? How do you proceed with other travellers ? For the longer one waits, the more time and money are lost. It would have been better had you spoken to Lunen. Is he back yet ?
