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…for I hope that if I get to Costa Rica before him, I shall get some 2000 Cattleya dowiana and Houda thinks to get more Cypripediums.
Also I want to be in Costa Rica in December because that’s when the Cattleya skinneri are in flower, and I shall probably be able to get white ones.

I could have got more of the Od. vexillarium Leh.; now they have started to shoot and they will travel badly. Helcia grows there, too, and I have found one Lycaste, but not in flower. The Lycaste drops its leaves and has massive flower stems. But Houda lost the plant. They are very rare. I believe that Masdevallia rosea will be easy to find, about 2 days’ journey from Pasto, and Lehmann will collect some now, and if they don’t arrive well, then a journey there may pay for itself. I am sending 150 Anthurium to New York, and 100 Od. vexil. and some Pescatorea and Batemannia, not many of these.
I have been here in Zumaco since the 18th July and I shall have to remain here until the 14th, and Houda will have to wait here until I return, it is very unfortunate, by then we could have at least 2000 anthuriums.

I am awaiting your letter with interest to find out how the things from Costa Rica and Chiriquí arrived. Houda tells me collected many Trichopilia and Onc. cheirophorum. The Anthuriums have already lost all their leaves but the stems are healthy. The old long stems are good for making roots, for already all the long ones want to grow. All have been packed firmly in soil and moss.

The journey from Barbacoas to the interior is not very pleasant, for one has to go 5 days on foot through water and morass, but it will be alright, only the bad food is the worst for me.

With this despatch, some crates will go to Hill and some to New York.

When convenient, please send a sack of coconut fibre to Lunau, for the last one did not arrive. The one that is here for Lehmann has rotted the sack to such an extent that it hardly holds together. Lehmann is bound to arrive here soon, but it would be better for us if he did not arrive until the steamer.

If Reichenbach is quite sure that the Epidendrum is genuine, then I can get quite a few. They flower in February.

Anthurium andreanum grows on old, moss covered trees, they can often be found on the ground where there is sufficient light. They grow at an altitude of 4500 ft at 65˚F and don’t require a rest period. They need much water; I believe they should be sprayed, for it rains here almost all year round. Where there is more light, the plants are more rampant and grow more flowers.

Pescatorea lehmannii grow in the same forests but in more shade. Od. vexill. a little higher up, a little cooler and with a short rest period; the Trichopilia at approx. 60˚F and a longer rest period; the dry season lasts about 3 months.
The Oncidium floribundum grow in the same way as Anthurium in trees and exposed to light, but there is hardly ever any sun here, usually very week and not persistent.

I’ve had a letter from Pehacek from Panama. He probably arrived with Houda’s collection.
Lehmann is now travelling with his brother who will not be of much use to him just yet for he does not understand a word of the language and, it seems, knows nothing about plants.

Please write if the Chysis from Guatemala, the two small plants, in the mixed box for Lewis or Limminghei… They are very rare but can be found. Your letter arrived too late. I have not seen the Mexican Chysis.

Please send me another book by Williams, if possible the latest edition, for Houda is using mine and it would be good for each of us to have one. This one is dated 1871.

On the 8th, Houda fell sick with fever, but it did not turn nasty and today the doctor said that he should be able to get out of bed.

Panama, 19th August

On the 12th August, Houda got delirious and on the 14th ….so that I decided to take him with me to Panama. Lehmann arrived with his plants, they are fresh and beautiful. First I thought of sending Houda home, but he recovered on board and now he should go to Guyaquil. I shall go to Zumaco again to look for Anthuriums.

Having arrived in Panama I learned from Lunau that you have given orders to Chesterton to go to Zumaco which makes me wonder. Do you want us to be lumbered with the fellow all the time ? I don’t like it that we are always following Chesterton every time I give a location.
Chesterton should look for things as others do, and then you will see what he can achieve. Collecting is simple, the difficulty is finding things. 

I shall have to get some money today.

I have not received your latest letters yet as the Jew [?} took them to Guyaquil.
