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On board “Para”, 7th July 1879

Dear Mr Sander,
As the weather has been so good for the last three days, I have decided to write to you today, the first two days were very bad.
Yesterday our steward told me that he knows Chesterton rather well. He lent him £1-12-6 which Chesterton was supposed to return to him in Colon, but he did not and still owes the money. He said that he would pick up some money in Colon but he did not return. The few pounds left to him he squandered in bets (card games).

This is up to him, of course, but the steward should not be owed money for he will think that everybody is like that. His name is D. Baker, he is married with children, so he needs the money. He lives in Southampton, No 2 California Place. You should write to Chesterton to pay him back the money.

Only 6 parcels were shipped, directly to Bunge. Coconut fibre goes as baggage, but I have not seen any and hope to find some in Colon or Panama. There are 7 glass crates on board with small coffee plants which are destined for Lawanilla.
