Once more I found Uropedium but they were a lot of work. All are beautiful plants and well packed. I believe they will arrive well. Only there is an incredible heat here at the moment and I fear that they may dry out, they have been packed in dry moss and the plants are dry, too. The flowers are beautiful, I have packed some with the consignment.

I have packed the Bollea in the same way; I did not want to take too many because they don’t travel well. Also, the O. roezlii are very beautiful and should arrive well. The Maxillaria speciosa is the same that I sent last year, only this time I don’t have a flower because they are not in flower at present. The Fuchroya sp. is very beautiful; the leaves are green and have white stripes. It is very rare because Mr. Wallis has been looking for it but has not found any. With great effort I have managed to gather together 170, and I have left 50 plants behind because they were very small and weak; but should I return here I shall take them and maybe there will be more. They should sell well. The batemannias are also beautiful plants, and so are the Pescatorea dayana, but hard to find.
This month I have worked very hard and the wound on my foot is looking dangerous and does not want to heal. I had to climb many mountains to gather the uropedias. I shall have to stay a few weeks in Panama so that I don’t lose my foot. With this steamer I am travelling to Panama and from there to Acapulco. I have not heard from Eduard since November and I don’t know where he is. I write to him every month but he does not reply. I shall write to him to Guayaquil. The uncle wrote to me saying that he should go to Guatemala, but I am not sure whether he did go there.

I have used $400 this time for everything is very expensive here due to the revolution, and I bought many plants. I also had to get my saddle repaired; therefore I shall need to draw another cheque in Panama in order to got to Mexico. Adieu, farewell for today, I remain your obedient servant,

I also enclose a flower of a very beautiful Stanhopea, yellow with red dots. In the boxes there are also some Masdevallia nobilis and some Trichopilia fragrans, here and there, the Masdevallias are very beautiful.
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
