The Od. sp. quantity 250 are the same as already sent by my brother, white with some yellow  … very long and narrow. I enclose some dried flowers. Those packed with the Od. vexillarium has very small but beautiful flowers, white and brown, large racemes, the leaves are light green with white stripes. The bulbs are smooth. I have planted the Masdevallia chimaera into yellow soil, but I don’t know if it will survive the journey. The Bollea have been packed well, they should arrive well. 
Here also grows a small plant, it appears to be Helcia [??], the plants are very small but the flowers are large and beautifully yellow with red spots, the labellum is snow white and has red stripes and dots. I enclose a drawing of the flower and inflorescence, done in pencil only in great hurry in the forest. 
Next month I intend to send for Bollea and then I shall look for something else.

Today I received a letter from my brother Eduard in which he writes that he is going to Peru.
