The finest and most lovely of all Zamias, the very slender stem grows straight up reaching a height of from 7 to 8 ft and producing in the midst one or two cones.
The crown is very dense and is composed of 40 to 50 leaves, about 5 ft long and arranged in a regular spherical manner on the rocks, in the shade, at the margin of the forest, and even in the darkest, hidden, wet places, and often among trees in the forests.
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
