The Uropedium lindenii are very beautiful plants. Inflorescence 20 inches long. A flower is enclosed.
I found the Maxillaria on a high mountain. It is red and yellow and has a very strong and pleasant perfume. The Bollea has very strong stems and even though they have been cut off, they will grow again. The stems which we threw away here have all grown new shoots. They are beautiful plants, some have between 12 and 15 flowers. This is the best plant I know. If you need any more, I know where to find them, but it is very far from here and requires a lot of work.
I wanted to send 300 Zamia species, the same as those sent by Mr. Wallis. But the man who was to collect them for me fell ill and brought nothing. The worst part is that we have no money to travel further. My brother has gone to Panama but did not find anything there. Now he is in Cali without money and I too have to go there and wait for money to arrive. 

I received a letter from you telling me that the Od. cirrhosum are already in flower. I shall send as many as I can, but they are hard to get, they grow on very tall trees. I have also lost a lot of time because of my foot, I could not stand on it but it has improved over the last 2 months. 

I think it would be a good idea to send for Cypripedium roezlii, only at the moment it is raining too much, one cannot go out at all.

I did manage to get some Zamia sp., box number 41 contains 53 Zamia sp. (lindleyii). The leaves are small. I enclose a flower. Number 42 contains 53 Zamia, the leaves are broad. There are also some leaves and flowers. Then there are 9 leaves where the leaves are neither small nor broad; the flowers are enclosed. The don’t get very tall. [the rest is illegible]
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
