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Prague, January 4th, 1882

My dear Mr. Sander,

I have nothing to do with the water heating system for Baron Hruby, he ordered it himself and only asked me to come when the man comes to install it and have a look in case there is anything wrong. His name is M.L. Knappstein, from Bochum, Westfalen, and from what I have seen the system is quite clever, and he has quite a few testimonials of places where he has installed it before. The hot water cylinder is of English patent, Climax Kessel, and the pipes are 4” in diameter. He also has cross junctions and dome shaped kettles/cauldrons/hot water cylinders.

Gongora charcuti (Rchb.) [charcontis], this is a plant I bought for Baron Hruby at an auction in Liege. It is in flower and Reichenbach has sent me the name. The flowr is small, for a Gongora, but very delicate, white with brown/red spots.

I think Lehmann was going to exploit the business of the quinine bark with Furth, but I don’t believe he was going to grow the plants. For in the State of Cundinamarca in Colombia large forests of Cinchone have been discovered, an article appeared recently in Gardeners’ Chronicle.

The cinchona seeds in Ecuador have been found by accident, because the trees are mostly dried up, and in the forests it is difficult to see if the trees carry seeds, and it took many years before seed could be brought from America to Europe. Whereas there are young trees to be found in India, Java, Jamaica; I shall write to Jamaica to obtain a pound of seed.
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
