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Prague, July 17th, 1882

My dear Mr. Sander,

The evening before yesterday after a journey of 26 hours, I arrived from Liege, half ill, the cold I caught in Liege was no pleasure. I hope you got home without getting ill, the weather on the Rhine was quite pleasant. I visited Kijeljan in Namur, he has abeautiful collection of orchids, mainly Cattleya gigas in many beautiful varieties and in flower, very beautiful like the most beautiful from TriverLorimee, for his dowiana are full of roots and leaves, he has 3 large specimens of Od. cristatum with 15 inflorescences. I’ll send you a flower, it came from Lindau twenty years ago and the plant was like a weed; it was identified as nevadense and I don’t know if the plant is known in England. He is going to order plants from you or already has placed an order, he only wants new things. He is a banker who plans to retire this year.
I did not see Jean Lemarche because he had to depart the next day. 

When I got home I found a letter from Baron Hruby. He complains that the orchids have not arrived yet which departed St. Albans on the 1st July; among them is one box with Cattleyas for Rotschild and some for Schönbrunn, and they should arrive soon in good condition because today is already the 17th.
Don’t forget the letter from the people from Portugal so that I can write to them. Pehaczek has already extracted 200 guilders from my cousin before I returned home, but he has left notes for 2000 marks as guarantee; he will probably want more money. I shall not send the note to be cashed until Rotschild has paid. 

Something else of importance: the Baron writes that I made a mistake, that you should visit him during the 2nd half of August, because that’s when he is at home, not the beginning of August, as I told you. I wanted to check his earlier letter but unfortunately I cannot find it, I must have left it with you, but I thought you might have read it for I think he made a mistake concerning the dates.

It does not matter when you arrive; you can come straight to me at Carolinenthal with your wife.
