Dear Sir,

A few days ago I received a letter from Europe about Cypripedium  pitcherianum which, although it does not give me the exact locality where this Cyp. comes from, pretty plain shows me where to look for it, to which end it would be necessary to go to Manila and make one or two trips – of course, there is no certainty of finding it but I think it would be well worth trying.

My Phal. are going on fairly well and most of them show fine roots, so that by August they will be good for the voyage. Of course, I have lost some but that cannot be helped. The amabilis left here by Bode won’t move, many of them have died and I have to wash them once a week with tobacco water to keep the insects down, I cannot comprehend how they could become so bad. There are a lot of Renanthera  lowei here which I will bring home, or if you send someone he must take them. I see Low has Vanda amesiana. Does it come from Burma or from Siam ? Boxall is here in Singapore. Roebelen also has been here. 

I am very anxious to get a letter from you. I have had none from you these last 10 weeks.
