263 Roezl to Sander




Prague, 24th April 1881

My dear Mr. Sander,

I have just received your letter of the 19th. Pinguicula was discovered by B. Roezl in 1869 and was sent to Europe. Unfortunately this was during the dry season and the plants were dead on arrival. They grow at an altitude of 7,500 ft. in the Mexican Cordilleras, in particular on rocks facing north where there is little sun. It does not grow horizontally but rather vertically or at an angle. It grows immediately in front of trees containing Epidendrum artilles and Odontoglossum rossii, and there are Amaryllis (Springelia) formosissima and Abellia floribunda on the same rock. Pinguicula can be found almost throughout the whole year in flower, the flowers are carmine red, pink and of a spectacular purple. I also found the same Pinguicula on a rock growing together with Di?? edule, in full sun.

R. Abelo has a beautiful large nursery here, but I have not spoken to him since I received your letter yesterday, when the opportunity offers itself, I shall do so. He has been ill for the whole of last year. 

Regarding the auction in Vienna, it seems as that it may be a success, at least Rothchild is buying. Then there is something about a gardener. He also has a handyman by the name of Schuster, and hwe is the one who has been told to buy the plants. I can’t yet say whether I shall bring them along myself. The day after tomorrow I shall go to see Foerster and see how things are with him. 

Has Hauda sent the andreanum ? ….
