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Prague, 3rd May 1881

My dear Mr. Sander,

I forgot to write to you about the Od. cirrhosum sanderi. I have no objection to the plant carrying your name, but I am not sure whether it is a variety of cirrhosum or a distinct species, because I have not seen anything about it. But if you have the dried flowers, please send them to Reichenbach with a remark that it is my desire that the plant should carry your name. Regarding the price, there should be more because it encourages the collectors. The money is yours, whichever way you sell the plant. But it helps to reduce the debt. I had a desperate letter from Eduard. On the 19th March I received another one from Punta Arena in which he writes that he will send 900 Laelia acuminata. They will have arrived by now. 

Eduard wanted to stay two more months in Costa Rica to collect Cattleya dowiana, namely to the 25th April to go back to Panama then where he hinted that he may go to Tumaco or Ecuador. I wrote to him that he should send some Catt. maxima and some other things., for this region has not been explored yet. He could also send the new Pescatorea, according to Franz. 

I read in the papers that Buenaventura has burnt down and that the whole population is homeless.

I saw Rudolf Abel and asked him when he is going to pay the £40. He said during the month of May he will want another £20 worth of Anthurium andreanum. But I think he should pay the old debt first. People say in Vienna that he owes many people a lot of money. He says he will pay everything, he just needs some time. His business is not as prosperous as before, but last year he did a lot of construction. But he has been ill with asthma and spent a whole year in  ???, his oldest son is in Ferrien with Rothschild and he would like to go to England next spring for one year and has asked me if you will take him on board. He seems to be a good worker because in France he had to work very hard.

I cannot deal with Rothschild in Vienna for I would have to go there to be introduced to him. He does not know me and his gardener has no great influence on him, he is supposed to have a handyman called Schuster but I have not been able to meet him.

I am sending you two small orchid orders, which you must despatch at once: One is for F. Antoine, Hofgarten Direktor in the Burggarten, Vienna, For £25 - £30. The other for Mr. Wetter, Hofgarteninspektor in Schönbrunn near Vienna, also approximately for £15 - £20. You should send me the invoices so that I can present them in the way they requested: small amounts every month, which do not require authorisation. These gentlemen have to buy plants but only for 40 – 50 Guilders per month. I shall send you the amount once it is fully received. If they are happy, they will order more.

I went to see Foerster in Scheib…, told him a lot about orchids, I think he may order some. He doesn’t have a good environment for them yet, a great place, he has recently married and has become a little more frugal.
