	Odontoglossums which I did not see in flower but judging by the seed capsules must be large flowered.


I also found near Popayan an Oncidium similar to O. macranthum, only the sepals were darker and the petals purple with white tips, also a Masdevallia, which is black on the outside and white on the inside. Unfortunately the box containing the last two has not arrived yet. I packed the Bollea into large crates and closely together as it seems that they do not rot and the inflorescence cannot rot. In box number 7 I have packed them very wet, the Masdevallia chimaera has been packed loosely into flat boxes but in wet moss.
With the next consignment in March I intend to send a few hundred Bollea and more Masd. chimaera and maybe a few hundred uropediums. I have found a man here who used to collect them for B. Roezl and he said he would get me some. The Masdevallia makes up to 12 flowers on one stem, but one rarely sees them all at once, as one drops off, the next one opens. The Odont. vexillarium in box 7 is magnificent; in the same box you will find a few oncidiums, but the bolleas are the most beautiful. 
I am of good health but my brother is ill.

With the next consignment I intend to send a few Selenipedium roezlii if possible.

With this mail I also send you a parcel of dried flowers. The large ones are Bollea, the red ones Od. vexillarium and others, the yellow one is the Masdevallia which is suspended in box No. 5. I have just received a letter from your uncle.
