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Guayaquil, 14th December 1879
Dear Mr. Sander,
I have received your letter of the 6th October.
My recent journey with the aim of finding Comparettia, Lycaste and Odontoglossum did not go well. I did find everything but only in small quantities. I have about 50 – 60 Comparettia, but the plants appear to be weak. The Lycaste are very rare and I did not find any in flower so that I cannot guarantee them. 

I was very disappointed in the Oncidium, for I thought they were going to be of the red/white kind. But I found a single plant which was of the yellow/brown variety, similar to Od. triumphans, but the yellow is dirty and the flowers are small.

I have some seed of the beautiful red Gentiana and also some plants. I have but a single flower of the Comparettia which I enclose in this letter. The plants are never large, they have 4 to 5 leaves and thin, almost no pseudobulbs. The leaves are fleshy and red/brown.

The Uncle writes that Mr. Markov is claiming a replacement for the bromeliads. I thought of collecting some but I am afraid that they will be killed by the cold.
Tomorrow I shall send a Gesneria. It has beautiful leaves. It grows on wet rocks, 1 ft tall, and has a velvety three-coloured leaf. I’ll also send an Utricularia, blue, small like a Masdevallia.

I have a single plant of Oncidium floribundum and some other small things. It would be best if you sell the Odontoglossum as ‘unknown’, no responsibility…and everyone will think it is better than it is.

I sent you a flower of Tacsonia with my last letter, it may be T. jamesonii ? It flowers profusely and has beautiful colours.

Lehmann has gone to Quito and will be back soon. On this steamer we shall be going to Panama and Guatemala.

Today I cashed a cheque with Mr. Garbe for £71.9.6, payable after 60 days in London.

In your letter you write: “Cheques can always be drawn on London, namely the London & County Bank, Lombard Street”. I don’t know what you mean by that, directly paid by the bank or payable to me. Please explain. Mr. Bunge says it would be more advantageous to draw directly on the bank. Please write soon about this.

Comparettia grows on smooth trees branches at 55 - 60˚F, Odontogl. and Lycaste at 50 - 55˚F, Gentiana at the highest altitudes between 11000 and 12000 ft, therefore cold.
Please when you get a chance send me some flower seed, some pretty asters and similar, perhaps Dianthus caryophyllus, and if possible some lobelias, zinnias, but very little of each.

In my last letter I wrote that I have ordered books from Grädener in Hamburg and I would ask you to pay for them.

I shall send a small consignment to San Francisco. I totally forgot about the Restrepia klabochii, I should get some.

I am very interested to know how the last shipment of Oncid. macranthum arrived.
