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Guayaquil, 26th October 1879
Dear Mr. Sander,
I have received your letter from London dated 1st August and the one from St. Albans, dated 13th September, as well as one from Roezl.

I met Lehmann in Cuenca. He told me that he was going to Riobamba. He has found beautiful things in Colombia, Anthurium andreanum, and a Pescatorea, it looks like Bollea coelestis. I know where he found them but cannot go there because I told him I wasn’t going there. He has told me the location of Cattleya dowiana and also that of Anthurium mergerianum [?], Od. oerstedii, Cypripedium caudatum and Trichopilia suavis. The Lycaste aren’t coming this time either because I could not send Houda, he does not know them. I shall make another trip to Cuenca for the Odontoglossum, and I’ll see if the Lycaste are still in flower, and then I’ll go to Guatemala and from there to Costa Rica.
I heard from an actor that Falkenberg has gone to Savanilla. I don’t know where Chesterton could be.

The Maxillaria (500) and the macranthum (500) will go with the next post, because they had not been collected when we returned. I hope that with tomorrow’s post there will be letters telling me how the first two crates arrived. Roezl writes that all the bromeliads for Macoy have died and that he is asking for replacements.
This time there will be approx. 600 Od. triumphans polyxanthum., approx. 200 Od. ramosissimum and a little over 100 Nanodes, and 6 or 7 Od. pardinum. The Nanodes are in crates filled with moss, also the Od. polyxanthum, only in crate No. 31 things have been tied up, the ramosissimum  are standing upright with a little moss between the leaves.

And I cannot promise that the Od. triumphans will come with the next shipment, for if the Lycaste has finished flowering I will not be able to collect it. I shall want some more of the Odontoglossum, it seems to be the only thing I can go for.
