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Guayaquil, 14th September 1879
Dear Mr. Sander,
We arrived here the day before yesterday and tomorrow I shall embark 22 crates. I could not go after the Lycaste because I was being held back by my crates …

Houda could not collect on his own because he does not know the things yet. This week I shall go to Cuenca to find the Lycaste and at the same time the Od. polyanthum and ramosissimum. After that I shall go to Guatemala. Yesterday I sold a money order for £84.7.0 to Mr Garbe, which is payable in London. Herr Bunge did not want to take it to St. Albans because he had difficulties with the last ones.
I had a lot of trouble getting my consignment out of customs and had a row with the administrator about it because the villain did not want to release them. The crates are very good, but rather expensive.

My shipment consists of 3 crates of begonias, about 5 – 6000, 3 crates (nos. 6 (missing – left in Colon), 7 and 8, Od. hallii, approx. 250, no. 9 (missing) Pescatorea roezlii 40, and 15 Masdevallia nyctarina, experimentally packed in coconut fibre.

The hallii in crate 8 have been packed in sawdust, as a test.

Houda does not like Ecuador at all. Lehmann has not arrived yet, he is said to be in Colombia.
I shall make the next shipment in November: macranthum, 300 - 400 Maxillaria, Od. polyxanthum, Od. ramosissimum, and some of the Od. cirrhosum and maybe the Lycaste ? Then I shall depart from here. No letters from you or Uncle Roezl yet. Hallii and macranthum grow at 55 – 60˚ F; cirrhosum can have 6˚, Maxillaria  60 – 65˚ F, Pescatorea roezlii 80 – 90˚ F.

I shall not send as many cirrhosum as you asked for because I cannot get them any bigger and I am afraid they may be too small for you. However, if I get good plants for the next shipment, I shall send some more. 
Please write immediately how the macranthum in box 12 arrived, and the hallii… The begonias are planted in soil. The macranthum have massive bulbs, I am most curious how they will travel.

I shall need to have the money order paid in London. The steamer is waiting.
