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Panama, 23rd July 1879

Dear Mr. Sander,
I arrived here yesterday. Houda was at the Station. He arrived the day before yesterday and will go to Guayaquil today.

Today I drew £100 on Hermann Lunau. 
Houda received the  money you sent him, but he arrived here quite penniless and had to draw money from Mr. Lunau, but only $5.

Otherwise no news.

I don’t know if my crates will go to Guayaquil with this steamer because there is very little time to load them.
