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St. Thomas, 18th July 1879

Dear Mr Sander,
We arrived here this morning. The steamer “Don” is here. Chesterton is on board. He has Masdevallia chimaera, Pescatorea klabochorum, ? Od. roezlii and others. Lehmann has gone to Ecuador…Chesterton’s things are in good condition, he will make good money with them.

I would like to go to Cauca, but he has 500 Pescatorea and many Bollea. It is a pity that Lehmann is in Ecuador, that means I cannot work freely…

Chesterton has his things in a much better place than mine.

I hope to write to you once more before I depart.
