Od. pulchellum


I collected all these plants in one month. I did not want to take much of Od. citrosmum because they are too heave and don’t pay for themselves. The 10 Oncid. sp. is a large plant which flowers yellow to coffee brown and the labellum is blue, it makes a large panicle of flowers and occurs very rarely. Regarding the Oncid. pelicanum, I am sending it under this name but am not sure whether it is correct. At first I thought it was an Odontoglossum and I did not see it in flower. But when I brought it to Acapulco, a badly formed flower appeared which was yellow and red. Maybe it is an Oncidium but I am not sure whether it is pelicanum. The Od. pulchellum were not in flower. Od. madrense is small but very difficult to collect. The Od. sp. is a beautiful flower, it could be new. The flowers looked almost like hallii, it makes 5 to 10 flowers on the inflorescence…The last 20 Od. sp. are also very beautiful, some flower white with green dots, others white with yellow dots on the labellum…
I had hoped to make another journey into Mexico as it had not started raining there, but due to the revolution I was unable to do so. My brother is in Guatemala, I shall wait for him here.

Now I don’t know where I should go, to Guayaquil or to Cauca where the Bollea coelestis will have flowered. My brother had a bad time in Guatemala, he found only few plants. I shall wait for him here.

I am curious how the Uropedium arrived ? I remain your obedient servant,
