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Coban, 8th April 1877
Dear Mr Sander,
I have been here now for a long time and have collected very little. As I wrote to you, it rained during the entire month of March.
This week I received a few more lycastes and some brassavolas. Of the Arpophyllum I have very few, for they occur only on some trees which are quite full. I found only one such tree, and I could barely get half of them. Today is Sunday. Tomorrow I shall pack; I shall close the letter until I have completed my work so that I shall be able to include a list. Yesterday I received a letter from Mr. Uncle, dated 28th January, and two from Franz, dated 11th December and 26th January, from Buenaventura. He does not know what he is supposed to do. He has not received a letter from me since October and he wanted to know if he should go to Acapulco. I wrote to him from Buenaventura that he should go where he thinks is best. He believes to be able to make good business in Cauca, so I told him to stay there. He tells me that he found some masdevallias and 2 odontoglossums. So I believe that he will stay there, which in any case is the best thing to do.

I shall collect a few more cattleyas and Od. grande in Guatemala. In May I shall go to Panama to arrive at the right time in Guayaquil to be able to send a good quantity of cirrhosum

Franz has had a few adventures because of the revolution, for the revolution in Columbia was totally different from ours in Ecuador. He was able to go anywhere, and I was not. There was much to be afraid of, but I saw no one.

Franz wrote to me that you had told him to get O. pardinum which I had collected and had to leave behind. But neither of us knows what it is. Should it be Amaryllis pardina ? In any case, I told him to send the Zamia which you asked for, and Odont. roezlii. Uropedium lindenii he doesn’t know where to find, for they are rare. Also he writes again about the 3000 Epidendrum vitellinum. 
In Guatemala I expect to find a letter from you regarding my latest despatch of the hallii. ….

Now I wish to tell you about the contents of the crates. There are altogether 10 crates, few considering the long time, but it cannot be changed

Tillandsia sp., very beautiful, makes a flower stalk which bends sideways, so that the flower hangs down, dark blue. I had more but my mule unfastened itself and ate the rest. In the same crate you will find the masdevallias and 4 orchids, I believe to be oncidiums. They make a large panicle, but I have not seen anything other than the dried panicle.

Today I went to San Pedro to find people to carry the crates and it seems that I shall get a few for Monday and others for Wednesday. This means that I shall probably leave here next Wednesday. I don’t know how to get the Od. grande and the cattleyas.
I also don’t know where Franz is now. I shall write to him at Mr. Lunau’s. Ever since I stopped collecting, the weather has turned very pleasant. If I weren’t in a hurry to get to Guayaquil, I would stay here a little longer, but I believe it is better to go south as soon as possible. 

Yesterday I praised the weather but today it is raining again. I have covered the crates with waxed canvas and hope that the water will not penetrate. It should be the dry season now, but it rains all the time.
Please send your letters to Mr Lunau and later to Mr. Bungeline, Guayaquil., for I intend to be there in June. Mr. Uncle writes about an Oncidium carneligerum, I believe this is the flower I sent some time ago from Ecuador, when I had just the flower and no plant.

What do you know about Lehmann ? Is he going to annoy us again ? Wallis seems to have remained in Ecuador with his clocks , Franz writes that he has cashed a cheque with Rodas & Otero…
I shall send this consignment via Belize, the journey takes 2 months and via Panama it would take much longer from here.

Please write if you need more hallii and what else you want.
