The Bollea have been well wrapped as it is cold in England now and I am afraid that they will freeze to death. In Box 23 there is also a Stanhopea. It is very beautiful and if it arrives in good condition you won’t want to sell it until it is in flower. The flowers are very large and white and the petals are white with red dots. The flower is very curious. There are other beautiful stanhopeas here and I shall send some in future. The Trichopilia are 3 types, one is fragrans. If it is good I shall send more. I don’t know if the Masdevallia chimaera will arrive well, I only packed it in order to fill up the crate. Also the Uropedium, if they don’t freeze, they should arrive well.
You have not told us if the Bollea sent by Mr. Wallis have arrived well. Today I heard that Butler is supposed to be here in Choco. He is bound to look for Bollea. I have sent some Od. roezlii, I did not want to throw them away. If they arrive well, I am sure they will pay for the freight
