It is white and has pointed petals and sepals, which are slightly pink and the labellum is the same and has a very strong fragrance. The Epidendrum sp. has round pseudobulbs like Cattleya maxima and flowers white. Lehmann is also intending to collect C.maxima and with the same post there will be some for Mr. Wallis, he ordered them here. 

On the 26th September I shall depart for Buenaventura. This autumn I intend to collect some Bollea coelestis, but there is a revolution in progress and therefore I may not be able to do anything. Mr. Wallis had already found them and Mr. Lehmann wants to look for them, too, that’s why I want to be there first.
