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Guayaquil, 27th September 1876

Dear Mr. Sander, 
I have received your letters dated 17th and 29th July including the Gardeners’ Chronicle with the advertisements of Wallis’. Low sent the two advertisements to Lehmann, he could not have been very happy that you published it, but it will damage us. Lehmann says I have exaggerated the matter. All the same, as we decided to take no further plants, he is getting another 6,000. I told him that I had done it only for his sake. Fortunately he did not get very many the first time round. Now he is sick, but not very seriously, it’s just a fever. 
You ask me about his movements; so far they are the same as mine except for a trip to Sitambas {?}. Otherwise he is always going with me. Every day he talks about making different journeys but he changes his plans daily. I believe Lehmann does not have the courage to go to an unknown destination and Low does not have the courage to fund such journeys. For I believe if Lehmann felt confident enough to make an independent journey, he would not forever cling to me. He wants to know everything about localities of plants. Whenever he talks about a plant, he pulls out his special map, as if he could find it on there. And when he then puts the map back into his pocket he says: “Yes, that’s where it is.” 
He is also looking for Nanodes medusae, but that does not seem to be on his map.

I don’t know where he intends to go next, but God willing, his next journey will be to hospital. 

You are still asking for more cirrhosum, however, I believe you should be content with what you’ve received. You will thank God when you’ve sold them all.

But regarding the begonias, something unpleasant has occurred: I had to leave behind 6 crates and don’t know if I shall get them, due to the revolution. I have about 3000 here but don’t know if you’ve had sufficient. I did not count them all, therefore I cannot be sure how many were sent.

That means approximately 7,000 sent and 3,000 remaining here. I could get more but the best corms were left behind.
With this mail you will also receive a letter from Franz, he was supposed to have gone to Buenaventura, but instead he went to Manta for Cattleya, I believe he will go to Buenaventura soon.

Soon I shall draw a cheque for £100 on Bunge & Cie. and I shall send another one for £50 to Lunau so that he will send money to Franz in Buenaventura. 

I am not very well at the moment, due to the exaggerated forced expeditions. In the next mail I have no more than these few hundred Pescatorea roezlii, and maybe some Batemannia wallisii and, should I get any more begonias, they will be included. I was going to collect the 500 O. macranthum but I can see that it will not happen. Today I packed my hallii. There are 1160 altogether and 450 Pilumnia fragrans.

In Box Number 303 there is an Odontoglossum labelled ‘1’. It is brown, with a yellow/brown lip which has white teeth. I am enclosing a sample so that you can see how floriferous it is. It grows very cold, at approx. 10,000 ft altitude. I collected 300 but had to leave them behind, too. I am also enclosing some flowers of Mesospinidium sanguineum. It is very beautiful and flowers prolifically.
Up to today I have been expecting my begonias, but not even the mail from Cuenca has arrived. I don’t know if I shall be able to collect the pescatoreas, if not I shall have to leave here, for to lie around in Guyaquil is no good either, it is getting very expensive. But I have not decided where to go next.
The Oncidium sp. No. 2 in Box number 293 is the small yellow one with brown spots, of which I sent you flowers last week. It grows at altitudes of 4000 to 5000 feet and makes very large panicles. The Pescatorea roezlii is well known. It is white with carmine red tips and has a wonderful perfume.
Of the Mesospinidium I had a small plant with pure white flowers; I looked after it well but left it behind in Naranjal; it was too small, it had been broken off a larger plant. 

Please write to me how the cirrhosum travel that have been tied to poles; I believe that using this method the Od. roezlii should travel well, too.

Today I sold two cheques to Mr. Bunge & Cie. at 60 days, the first to the amount of £50.2.9 and the other £49.17.3, so that together they come to £100. Then I sent another one to Mr. Lunau for the amount of £50 in order to get money to Franz in Buenaventura. 

………If Lehmann had not found them it would be a different matter, but never mind, we shall have to do something else when we’ve finished with this lot.

I am eagerly awaiting news of the Od. cirrhosum, how they arrived and how they have been sold. Please write to me soon whether Wallis has sent the Bollea. You also wrote that you would send the list and catalogue of the auction, but I have not received them. 

I have just despatched my things and tomorrow I shall make crates and on Saturday I shall leave. This time I shall take with me about 30 boxes. Roezl writes about the Onc. cucullatum, but I can’t get there at present, it is too far away.  Last year I saw an Odontoglossum, it wasn’t in flower, the plants looked like cirrhosum, but it came from the eastern slopes of the Cordillera (could it have been naevium ?) It grows at the same altitude as cirrhosum, but the whole plant appeared slightly larger. It isn’t far from here and I could send some. You would have to cultivate them until flowering time. There also grows a Masdevallia. Also, I would like to send more of Restrepia klabochiana. But in the next shipment you can expect 1500 Od. hallii, one or two thousand Od. cirrhosum, 500 or 1000 Trichopilia fragrans, a few hundred Mesospinidium sanguineum, and of the small Oncidium also some 200 or 300. Lehmann came with us again, I believe he is afraid to go alone. He packs everything tied on poles. I also wanted to try it, but could not find any thin copper wire. Please send me a few pounds of it, for I believe that this type of packaging is excellent for plants like Od. roezlii.
Roezl writes that he wants a few hundred Oncid. papilio from Naranjal. They are very rare and I am not sure I shall be able to get them.
