I shall send the Begonia froebelii with the next mail, I am sure that I shall get them. If the cirrhosum travel well and you have a buyer for them, you could sell a few thousand at a lower price because I shall be able to get 10,000 more at 3 dollars for 100. I don’t want to collect many more of them, but I’ll get another few thousand. With this mail I also have to send a cheque to Mr. Lunau, for I have spent a lot of money on the cirrhosum and I shall have to spend another $500 for the next lot, for I also want to get another 2000 Od. hallii, and 1000 Oncid. macranthum and a few hundred Mesospinidium sanguineum and a few Trichopilia fragrans.  There also occurs a type of Odontoglossum similar to Od. coronarium, I am not sure if this is the right name. The pseudobulbs are not close together like the other odontoglossums, they are positioned like this [see drawing showing rhizomes between bulbs]. Then there is an Oncidium, similar to serratum. The flowers are large, bigger in diameter than macranthum and also more beautiful. Unfortunately I only have one well preserved flower, for the people brought the plants in a sack and broke all the flowers; but the small yellow Oncidium is very beautiful, I intend to send a few hundred of those. The Pescatorea roezlii are very rare, I don’t have the time to collect them.
You say that Od. cirrhosum will be good for us for a few years, I don’t believe that to be the case for Lehmann is likely to collect large quantities; it will be difficult to keep their price. If you can sell a lot please do so. They are not rare
