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Dear Sirs,

With this letter I advise you that with the same post I am sending you a small box with seed of palm – Nr. 43.

It is the most beautiful palm here, and has round leaves. The leaves are blue/green and the plant is up to 9 ft tall and has strong spines. We couldn’t find any with seeds before, only today I found one with seed, but this is the only one. I have packed it so there is no dry soil. It seems to hold up well.

Now our uncle tells me that he knows a very good palm and we should see that we get some seed. The palms only grow here; one does not find them elsewhere. I believe the seeds will sell well. I shall write to Prague that I did not get the seed beforehand.
I intend to travel to the interior tomorrow, but have no money.
