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Prague, March 8th, 1882

My dear Mr. Sander,

Today I am sending you the picture of Phalaenopsis tetraspsis, I think it turned out very well. Not easy to paint  such a picture from the small flowers provided by Reichenbach.

Baron Hruby visited me some days ago. He can hardly wait for the shipment of those orchids, which he has not yet got, namely 2 specimens each. Don’t forget the Cattleya sanderiana.

This is all I have received from him. I believe there is a further invoice for the plants he has not received, then there are plants he has received but without an invoice – he is quite potty about orchids, he lives and dreams orchids.

I am sorry to hear that you have been ill. The doctor is right to tell you to rest. For man is only man, he must have time to eat his meals in peace, for he is no use when ill, especially when the nerves are under attack. Therefore, just  relax.

I am sorry to hear that you lost 11 crates from Pehaczek, but had you paid the insurance, it would have been even more expensive. 

Although the Magdalen steamer has been lost, this does not mean that your things are lost, because there were very many, but it is possible that not all were despatched on the same boat, for in that country everything arrives later than people say, because nobody keeps his word.

If the Phal. tetraspsis arrive earlier than those for Low, then you will be able to put them on auction earlier and together with the picture they should sell well. 

I am also returning to you the flower from Reichenbach. I think Low will go to auction with 100 Phalaenopsis schilleriana…

Your enterprise is so magnificent, …you will have made a few thousand pounds from the auction of the Cypr. specerianum and Cattleya perciviliana. How did the business go with Cattleya sanderiana ? In case you send the boiler for Baron Hruby, I would also like one but a very small one. For the man described in the Telegraph lost all his orchids due to his channel heating, he is a poor devil and I want to supply him with the boiler. …

I bought this glass ??? for 19,000 guilders last September, but haven’t paid half of it yet.
