Manila, 31/3/1888

Messrs. F. Sander & Co., St. Albans

Dear Sir,

I arrived here on the 24th of this month and set at once to work to make enquiries about Ph. schill. etc. and about two days ago I made a contract with a native about 8,000 Ph. schill. at 8 dollars per hundred to be delivered to me up to the 20th April. The man had got nearly 5000 here, the rest will be collected now.

I shall then proceed at once to Singapore and perhaps if I see a likelihood of getting them home without establishing them, I shall bring them to England. Of course, it is possible that I shall not get fully 8000 together, but if I only get 6 – 7000, I shall be quite satisfied, the more so because I hardly know how to arrange it without the money. If there is no possibility to get them home at once, I shall establish them in Singapore and if you do not send somebody to take them over, I shall bring them myself.

There is no other collector here at present. Roebelen is expected to arrive here end of April or beginning of may, most likely to collect Vanda sand. Brown in Laguimaure [?]  is buying Phal. largely, also the natives are lying so that I believe some of Low and Veitch’s men will come here on which account I want to hurry home as much as possible, and I am only awaiting a message from Bode as to how those Phal. arrived which he sent to you in a closed case. If they have arrived in a fairly good state, I shall start for England at once, otherwise I remain in Singapore. I would have gone out to get the plants myself, but since I would have to pay even there at least 5 dollars per hundred, and since it would have taken me at least 2 months to get them together, I consider it the better plan to buy them here. Well, I shall write again with the next mail. Please address letters to Messrs. Behn Meyer, Singapore.
